Unit Focus Question:

How did events pertaining to states’ rights versus the federal government shape our nation?
Unit Working Thesis:

While creating the framework of the Constitution, conflicts between state rights and federal laws broke out between federalists and anti-federalists which led to the creation of the Bill of Rights which would protect individual freedoms. As time progressed, further conflicts arose creating the necessity to adapt these laws and create new amendments that would further encompass a greater selection of American citizens. Americans continued to adopt laws that would protect the rights of individuals and support the functioning of the new nation.
Lesson Focus Question: 

How did the women’s rights movement emerge out of the abolition movement?
Lesson Working Thesis: 



The abolition movement served as an arena in which to gain practical and political experience in expressing, formulating, and organizing a movement. As a result of working within the sphere of abolition, women became disillusioned about the intolerance their male counterparts had towards them, which led to the emergence of the women’s rights movement.

Context of the lesson in the unit (and its connection to American Democracy in Word and Deed): 
This lesson will be used to introduce the growing tensions rising within the United States by introducing the controversies between abolitionists and non-abolitionists, as well as introducing the split in gender within the abolition movement, which gave rise to the woman’s equal rights movement.

Lesson Procedure: 
Day One:

1.  Introduction

· Step One- Students will take Cornell notes from a PowerPoint

· PowerPoint should illustrating issues and conflicts between early citizens of the United States in the mid-1800s. The notes will be centered upon the issue of following state and federal laws and disputes surrounding slavery.

2. First Reading Strategy 

· First, Students will read chapter 1, section 5 of their textbook (Reforming American Society).

· Pass out Chronology Sequence Chart. Have students read the time marker words and directions. Students will highlight or underline what the directions are asking them to do.

· Students will use the chronology chart to write the answers to the content questions from the chart

· Teacher explains how the steps taken in the abolition movement helped women realize how to organize a movement for women’s rights.
3. Second Reading Strategy- Analyzing Political Cartoons

· First pass out the primary source handout of the political cartoons.

· Students will highlight or underline the focus question

· Pass out Analyzing political cartoons chart

· Students will work in groups of two and fill out the chart according to instructions. 

· As a class, students will discuss what they saw in the cartoons and the possible meanings it had towards abolition and the women’s rights movement.

3. Third Reading Strategy- Analyzing Primary Sources

· First pass out the primary sources of Abolitionist speeches.

· Pass out the Document Analysis chart.

· Students will work in groups of four to fill out the chart according to instructions. 

· As a class, students will discuss what they saw in the documents and what the speeches meant for rights among African-Americans and women.

4. Writing Strategy-Choosing Evidence and Framing Paragraphs

· Pass out Part II: Choosing Evidence chart.

· Students will work individually choosing the primary source evidence that best answers the focus question (How did the women’s rights movement emerge out of the abolition movement?).

· Pass out Part III: Writing frame.

Homework: 

· Using the evidence chart, students will complete the writing frame individually as homework. Students must turn in both the evidence chart and writing frame the following day.

Analyzing Primary Sources

1: William Lloyd Garrison “Intelligent Wickedness,” Seneca Falls Convention, 1848
“… I believe, that as a man has monopolized for generations all the rights which belong to woman, it has not been accidental, not through ignorance on his part; but I believe that man has done this through calculation, actuated by a spirit of pride, a desire for domination which has made him degrade woman in her own eyes, and thereby tend to make her a mere vassal.


It seems to me, therefore, that we are to deal with the consciences of men. It is idle to say that the guilt is common, that the women are as deeply involved in this matter as the men. Never can it be said that the victims are as much to be blamed as the victimizer; that the slaves are to be as much blamed as the slaveholders and slave-drivers; that the women who have no rights, are to be as much blamed as the men who played the part of robbers and tyrants…. Take the case of slavery: How has the anti-slavery cause been received? Not argumentatively, not by reason, not by entering the free arena of fair discussion and comparing notes; the arguments have been rotten eggs, and brickbats and calumny, and in the southern portion of the country, a spirit of murder, and threats to cut out the tongues of those who spoke against them. What has this indicated on the part of the nation? What but conscious guilt? Not ignorance, Not that they had not the light. They had the light and rejected it.

How has this Woman’s Rights movement been treated in this country, on the right hand and on the left? This nation ridicules and derides this movement, and spits upon it, as fit only to be cast out and trampled underfoot. This is not ignorance. They all know about the truth. It is the natural outbreak of tyranny…”

2: Sojourner Truth (ex-slave and noted orator): First Annual Meeting of America Equal Rights Association, May 10, 1867. 

“ They [men] have got their liberty—so much good luck to have slavery partly destroyed; not entirely. I want it root and branch destroyed. Then we will all be free indeed. I feel that if I have to answer for the deeds done in my body just as much as a man, I have a right to have just as much a man. There is a great stir about colored men getting their rights, but not a word about the colored women; and if colored men get their rights, and colored women not theirs, the colored men will be masters over the women, and it will be just as bad as it was before. So I am for keeping the thing going while things are stirring; because if we wait till it is still, it will take a great deal to get it going again.”
3: Frederick Douglass (noted African American Abolitionist): Report of American Equal Rights Association Meeting, May 14, 1868. “I champion the right of the negro to vote. It is with us a matter of life and death, and therefore can not be postponed. I have always championed women’s right to vote; but it will be seen that the present claim for the negro is one of the most urgent necessity. The assertion of the right of women to vote meets nothing but ridicule; there is no deep seated malignity in the hearts of the people against her; but name the right of the negro to vote, all hell is turned loose and the Ku-Klux and Regulators hunt and slay the unoffending black man. The government of this country loves women. They are the sisters, mothers, wives and daughters of our rulers; but the negro is loathed....The negro needs suffrage to protect his life and property, and to answer him respect and education. He needs it for the safety of reconstruction and the salvation of the Union; for is own elevation from the position of a drudge to that of an influential member of society.”

Garrison pointed out that when faced with the abolition movement  “arguments have been with rotten eggs, brickbats, and calumny,” not with thought or reason. He argued that the women’s rights movement was met with scorn and “tyranny.”

	This document accused men of stealing the rights of women and slaves deliberately because Garrison pointed out that when faced with the abolition movement “arguments have been with rotten eggs, brickbats, and calumny,” not with thought or reason. He argued that the women’s rights movement was met with scorn and “tyranny.”

	“I Wonder If It’s Really Becoming?”  reveals to us that  the author thought  that women wore their message (desire for the right to vote)  publicly and predominately because  she proudly displays her desire to vote, the messages on the hat are very clear, and shows men disapproving of the message. This political cartoon relates to the focus question because   it provides us with a clear picture of the differences in opinions that men and women had regarding the right to vote.

	“Election Day” reveals to us that the author thought that women would take over their husbands and homes if they were given the right to vote because the political cartoons regarding women’s suffrage largely showed role reversals within the home- the wife being dominant and the husband taking over the roles of wife and mother. This political cartoon relates to the focus question because men feared women gaining power.
