Unit Focus:  

Settling the Middle Colonies is the focus of this unit.
Unit Focus Question:

How did religious institutions evolve in the Middle Colonies in the colonial era?

Unit Working Thesis:
The First Great Awakening marked a shift in religious ideas, practice, and allegiances in the colonial period, fostering the growth of religious toleration and the free exercise of religion.
Lesson Focus Question: 

How did the First Great Awakening affect religious tolerance?

Lesson Working Thesis: 


The first Great Awakening had large inclusive religious gatherings that welcomed women, African Americans, and the poor from various religious backgrounds.

Journal entry of George Whitefield

Context of the lesson in the unit (and its connection to American Democracy in Word and Deed): 
This lesson is taught in the middle of the unit on Settling the Colonies. Students have already learned about social, political, economic, and religious life in the New England and Middle Colonies.

Lesson Procedure: 
Use this area to explain step by step how a teacher could approach the lesson.

Example:

1.  Introduction

Teacher review: The social, political, economic, and religious life in the New England and Middle Colonies.

2. Reading Strategy 

· Handout copy of passage from textbook on the First Great Awakening to read. First teacher reads it aloud, second class reads together aloud, and then class reads alone silently.  Introduce sentence deconstruction. This strategy helps break down sentences into smaller pieces thereby ensuring a better understanding of the reading.

· Ask students to put a squiggly line under the tough words as they read silently. Hold a discussion and write down (on board or white board) important vocabulary words and help students define them.

· Teacher guided “Sentence destruction” Read a sentence and model: Circle the subject, underline the verb, and place double lines under the object of the action. 

· Teacher models how to fill in the student worksheet. (one example)

· Students work in pairs/small groups to finish worksheet excluding the conclusion section.

· Class discussion regarding the conclusion portion of the worksheet.

· Students work in pairs or independently to complete the “conclusion” portion of the worksheet. Students come up with their own conclusions. Conclusions may be a content question, a vocabulary question, a comment, or anything that the student needs interesting or needs more clarification on. The conclusion is anything that the student wants it to be. Hopefully related to the topic.

3. Writing Strategy

· Teacher shows (overhead, ELMO,) primary source painting of  America’s Great Awakening, portrait by John Wollaston.

· Teacher hands out student worksheet for writing component of this lesson, Basic Information of Primary Source worksheet.

· Students write down any observations under the “What I see” category. Students may work in pairs or small groups. No judgments should be made as to the rightness or wrongness of the observations.

· Teacher: Begins discussion on inference. Inference has been previously taught so students only need a quick review.

· Students use their observation list to fill out the inference section. Inference is “what the document’s (painting) author is trying to tell me about…

· Lastly, students will write down any, “I wonder” questions in the corresponding box.

· Class discussion or paired sharing of ideas.

· Students use their worksheet to fill in questions on the Message of Primary Source worksheet. Students work individually. Teacher: Pull small group or individual help if needed.

The Great Awakening

Reflections: The United States Making a New Nation, p. 252

In the 1720s, a new religious movement known as the Great Awakening began in the Middle Colonies. This movement changed the way that many people practiced their religion. It spread throughout the 13 colonies during the 1730s and 1740s.

Ministers such as George Whitefield and Jonathan Edwards gave speeches that marked a change in religious ideas and practices. They often talked about people having a direct relationship with God. Not only did these ministers preach new ideas, they practiced religion differently. They would travel long distances to give emotional speeches to people they had never met.

The Great Awakening helped bring people together, which led to greater religious toleration, or acceptance of religious differences. At the new revivals, or large prayer meetings, everyone was welcomed. Poor people could attend, and women played a large role in the movement. During the Great Awakening both free and enslaved Africans participated in religious gatherings. Such equal participation was rare at this time in history.

The Great Awakening was not popular with all people, and in time, differences split the movement, further increasing the diversity of religious beliefs. The number of church members in the colonies grew, as did the free exercise of religion.
