	Elizabeth Cady Stanton drafted the Declaration of Sentiments using the Declaration of Independence as a model to address the issue of woman’s rights.  As with the colonists a century before, woman’s rights advocates, including Stanton, felt oppressed by the government. By using the Declaration of Independence, the most recognized symbol of freedom, as a model Stanton was able to symbolically list the perceived injustices and declare these sentiments to a “candid world”.
