Teaching American History Grant Focus Question: 


How have the words and deeds of people and institutions shaped democracy in the U.S.?
Grant Yearly Theme: Cultural/Intellectual
History-Social Science Standard/s: 5.3 Students describe the cooperation and conflict that existed among the American Indians and between the Indian nations and the new settlers.
Unit Topic: Cultures Meet
Lesson Focus Question: 



How did the Spanish and indigenous people in the Americas view each other upon their first meeting?  

Lesson Teaching Thesis: 



The Spanish saw indigenous people in the Americas as materially primitive, non-Christians, who occupied but did not own land.  It is hard to say exactly what the indigenous people thought about the Spanish but they appeared to be received with curiosity, suspicion and in some cases aggression, as potential sources of both danger and valuable trade relationships.

Context of the lesson in the unit:  

This lesson will take place in Unit 2 after studying the First Americans (Unit 1) where they should have 

learned some background on the early  cultures of North America and the major European explorers. This
 lesson will relate to the yearly theme as related to the first cultural  interactions between the Spanish 
explorers and indigenous people. 
Lesson Procedure: 
1. Reading Strategy #1: Analyzing Primary Sources
· Pass out “Colombus Meets the Tiano” engraving and the primary source investigation worksheet.
· Teacher models observation of engraving (What I see) and then how to record the observation, the meaning, the message and then questions or reaction to the image. 
· Students work with a partner (think,pair,share) for responses to second teacher observation. Teacher checks for understanding.
· Students work with a partner to complete two more observations and the subsequent meaning, message and questions or reactions on the primary source investigation worksheet.

·  Review and discuss the chart as a class.

2. Reading Strategy #2: Interpreting text, main idea and supporting details
· Pass out copy of Americans and Europeans Meet from page 103 of textbook. 

· Explain that they are going to be looking for the main idea and supporting details of the selection and highlight each in a different color. Read the selection chorally. Students reread through selection independently to highlight main idea and 3 supporting details. 
· Review and discuss text with students.
3. Reading Strategy #3: Interpreting text, main idea and supporting details

· Pass out copy of Point of View Worksheet.

· Explain that they are going to be interpreting the primary source journal entries of the European explorers (Colombus and Ulloa) and then respond in the voice of the Indigenous people, writing the response in the appropriate column.
· Teacher will model, using the think aloud strategy, and then ask students to give possible responses after a think, pair, share.
· Students will complete an additional point of view from their  previous observations and journal entries.
· Review and discuss text with students.
3. Writing Strategy

· Students will write a multi-paragraph essay from the perspective of either an explorer or a native person.
