Context of the lesson in the unit: 

This lesson will take place during the beginning of the second quarter and will be the second section covered in Chapter 6: A New Industrial Age. This lesson is specifically designed for English language learners who have little knowledge of early American history or English. This lesson is meant to teach how the industrial revolution led to urbanization, as well as enable them to understand primary source readings by utilizing reading comprehension templates to break down the reading into a form easier to understand and to write about.
Concept of citizenship embedded in the lesson:

This lesson identifies the development of American economic citizenship used in developing modern American society.
Lesson Procedure: 

Day One:

1.  Introduction of urban development
· Step One- We will review how the US began expanding industry and American’s way of living (a brief recap of previous chapters)

· Step Three- PowerPoint presentation showing visuals referring to the development of railroads and effect it had on urban growth.

· Read through primary source passage, highlighting unknown words and define them

· Group sentence deconstruction and discussion

· Individual writing on primary source

“Hereford was on a boom when we moved there. One could hear the hammers pounding in all directions. The Santa Fe RR was running a special train out of Chicago often, with approximately 100 prospective buyers of the XIT ranch land. My father was one of the representatives on the sale of that land. Quite a few bought, a few never moved quite a few sold out and returned to Chicago. The few that stuck were the hardy and of course it paid off in time…”
